he Grey-Bruce area is known for its snowmobile trails

and sledders come from all over to enjoy the great
conditions resulting from typically heavy snowfalls (an
average of 2.75 metres or 9 feet in Owen Sound).

More than 2,200 kilometres of trails are maintained
in Grey and Bruce counties and they feature some of the
most spectacular scenery in Ontario.

A wide range of snowmobile-friendly hotels, motels
and bed & breakfasts are available across the area to
make your snowmobiling experience as comfortable as
possible.

A valid OFSC trail permit is required to ride on the
trails.

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Downhill thrills
a short drive

from Owen Sound

Visitors to Owen Sound will be pleased to know the
biggest ski resort in Ontario is only a 45-minute drive east
of the Scenic City.

In fact, having Blue Mountain Resort so close opens
up a whole range of possibilities. One of them might be
to visit the Festival of Northern Lights, take in an Owen
Sound Attack game, stay overnight then spend the next
day skiing or snowboarding at Blue.

The resort is one of the area’s biggest attractions and
offers not only downhill skiing and snowboarding but
also cross-country skiing and special events throughout
the winter. New this year is a Mountain Coaster that takes
riders on an exhilarating ride through a forested area
adjacent to ski trails.

The Ridge Runner, one of only 150 Alpine Coasters
worldwide, is scheduled to operate year-round. It seats up
to 2 people per cart and lets the driver control the speed at
which the cart travels down the escarpment.

Riders get in the cart at the base of the mountain just

north of the Smart Alec ski trail and are pulled up the track
to the Glades area - about two-thirds up the mountain.
From that point they begin their downbhill journey, zig-
zagging through the forest at speeds up to 42 km-h before
coming to a stop near the central base lodge. The cost is
$15 for one ride, $24 for 2 and $40 for 4. Children ages 3 to
12 are $5 each.

Opening the slopes for skiing and snowboarding is
dependent on the weather, however, with extensive snow
